fresh, clean life jackets are more desirable to wear while out on the water. 

America’s Boating Channel™ produces videos that explain how to properly care for your life 
jacket, like this one: "Life Jacket Care" (https://youtu.be/iEofd6mUwN4).  It also talks about 
special considerations caring for inflatable and foam-filled life jackets. Foam deteriorates over 
time, so test each year to ensure your life jacket allows you to float with your mouth out of the 

water. A serviceable life jacket should keep you afloat for several hours. 

Treat your life jacket as though your life depends on it!
